WHAT IS A SIG?

The acronym SIG stands for Special Interest Group. The ACA now has 12
SIGs representing various aspects of crystallography. These SIGs provide
focus on specialty areas while retaining access to, and interaction with,
the entire range of crystallographic techniques and applications.

WHAT DOES A SIG DO?

A SIG shall organize at least one half-day session every two years at an
ACA meeting. SIG programs promote useful discussion and attract a large
audience. Having this symposium on an annual basis contributes to the
growth and continuity of the SIG.

WHY SHOULD YOU JOIN A SIG?

The SIGs provide a convenient way for individuals to become involved
in ACA activities at the grass roots level and to have a direct impact upon
the scientipc content of the annual meeting. They provide a forum within
the larger organization for networking among individuals having common
scientipc interests, challenges, and goals.

IS THERE A FEE TO JOIN A SIG?

No, there are no fees to join a SIG other than annual ACA membership
dues. Individual members must indicate on their annual dues invoice
which SIG roster(s) they would like to be included on.

Awards

Bertram Eugene Warren Diffraction Physics: To recognize an impor-
tant recent contribution to the physics of solids or liquids using X-ray,
neutron, or electron diffraction techniques. Established in 1970. Awarded
every three years.

Fankuchen Memorial: To recognize contributions to crystallographic re-
search by one who is known to be an effective teacher of crystallography.
There are no geographic or age restrictions. Established in 1971. Awarded
every three years.

A.L. Patterson: To recognize and encourage outstanding research in the
structure of matter by diffraction methods, including signipcant contribu-
tions to the methodology of structure determination and/or innovative ap-
plication of diffraction methods and/or elucidation of biological, chemi-
cal, geological or physical phenomena using new structural information.
Established in 1980. Awarded every three years.

M.J. Buerger: To recognize mature scientists who have made contribu-
tions of exceptional distinction in areas of interest to the ACA. Estab-
lished in 1983. Awarded every three years.

Elizabeth A. Wood Science Writing Award: The award is named in
honor of Elizabeth A. Wood, President of the ACA in 1957, and author of
science books for lay readers. Persons who have written books or articles
that bring science to the attention of a wider audience are eligible. Estab-
lished in 1997. Awarded every three years.

Kenneth N. Trueblood Award: To recognize exceptional achievement in
computational or chemical crystallography. In memory of Ken Trueblood,
(1949-1998) a major force in the early use of computers and the develop-
ment of crystallographic computer programs. Established in 2001. Award-
ed every three years.

Charles E. Supper Instrumentation Award: To recognize scientists who
have made exceptional contributions to crystallographic instrumentation.
Awarded on an irregular basis at the discretion of the ACA Council. The
Charles Supper fund was established by his son, Lee, in appreciation to
the community of X-ray diffraction scientists for their continued support
throughout the years.

Margaret C. Etter Early Career Award: To recognize outstanding
achievement and exceptional potential in crystallographic research demon-
strated by a scientist at an early stage of their independent career. Established
in 2002, to honor the memory of Professor Margaret C. Etter (1943-1992),
who was a major contributor to the peld of organic solid-state chemistry.
